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Advice on Traffic Accident Prevention

When walking outside, be careful about the following things:
(1 Make sure to cross a street where there is a traffic light.
Most accidents resulting in death of elderly
people occur when crossing a street or when
walking down a street with car traffic. It is
dangerous to hurry, due to tiredness or
impatience, when crossing a street
or immediately after getting off a taxi
or a bus. Pedestrians too must abide
by the rules and cross a street only
where there is a traffic light.
< If there is no traffic light nearby
(O Use a pedestrian crossing or check right
and left at a place with good visibility before crossing.
(0 In case a car is approaching, wait and cross after it has passed.
2) Always look around
Most accidents occur at intersections or
nearby. The most important thing is to
take safety precautions. Keep your eyes
and ears open and check repeatedly when
crossing a street. When going out at night,
wear bright clothes or attach a light
reflector to make yourself easily noticed.
<> Use of light reflectors '
O You can reduce the risks of an accident at night by attaching
light reflectors on your shoes, bag, hat, etc., which will
help drivers spot you easily.

* Before opening the door, make sure who it
is, what kind of person he/she is, and the
purpose of his/her visit.
» If you do not need a product, flatly refuse buying it.

* Be wary of deals too good to be true or offers of easy-money.

* Never make a contract decision on the spot-make sure to
always consult with your family or a trustworthy friend
beforehand.

» Check the contents of the contract carefully. If you find something
you do not understand, do not stamp your seal nor sign it.

* Never pay in cash on the spot.
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
