Specially Eligible Households
Households whose members as of April 28, 2000 include a person

who was a head of household at the time of the earthquake, and who

did not receive Independence Aid for Earthquake Victims because that

head of household was not avictim of the earthquake.

* There are no other changes. Those whose incomeis less than a
certain amount and whose house was completely destroyed or
had to be dismantled because half of it was destroyed (no later
than April 28, 2000) continue to be eligible for this system.

Do You Have Overlapping or No Coverage?

If a person covered by National Hedth Insurance obtains cover-
age from another health insurance program, that person must notify
the proper authorities of their withdrawal from the National Health
Insurance program. If they do not file this natification, they will be
paying multiple insurance premiums, and may be required to repay
medica expenses. Individuals who are not covered by any hedlth
insurance are required to subscribe to the National Health Insurance
program, and should therefore report their statusimmediately.

Delivery of Short-Term Insurance Certificate Instead of a
National Health Insurance Certificate

To maintain the faimess of the Nationa Hedlth Insurance system, we
are required to send individuals who do not pay their premiums for more
than one year past their due date a hedlth insurance digibility confirma:
tion form instead of a hedlth insurance certificate. Starting December 1,
2001, Ashiya City began furnishing these individuas with a short-term
hedlth insurance certificate valid only for four months as the first step.
Those who do not comein for payment consultation or ignore their pay-
ment repongibility will have their short-term health insurance certificate
revoked and be issued an digibility confirmation form.

Starting this December, we will contact individuas to whom we
intend to send anew short-term health insurance certificate.
