Special Allowance for Severely Handicapped Persons,
Welfare Allowance for Foreign Elderly Residents Without Pension Benefits

Benefit Amounts Increased as of April 2003

Ashiya City pays special allowances to handicapped persons
(Ashiya City Special Allowance for Severely Handicapped
Persons) and elderly persons (Welfare Allowance for Foreign
Elderly Residents Without Pension Benefits) who are not eligible
to receive pension benefits because they do not meet the term eli-
gibility requirements for receiving benefits under the National
Pension System. This would include, for example, those who
lived abroad for along time and therefore may be eligible.

Payments (covering the previous period) are deposited into the recip-
ient's designated bank account in July, October, January, and April.

To find out if you are eligible, contact the City Office for
more information.

Special Allowance for Severely Handicapped Persons I ncreased

Monthly amount: ¥56,000 (previously ¥45,000)

Eligible persons must be 20 years of age or older with either a
Level 1 or 2 Physically Handicapped Certificate, a Grade A
Intellectually Handicapped Certificate, or a Level 1 Mentally
Handicapped Health and Welfare Certificate, and must be in one
of the following categories:

- Persons of foreign citizenship who turned 20 before January 1,
1982 and whose handicap manifested itself before that time.

- Persons whose handicap improved while they were receiving pen-
sion benefits, thereby making them ineligible to continue receiving
benefits, but whose handicapped subsequently worsened.

- Persons whose handicap or cause of the handicap was exam-
ined for the first time prior to April 1, 1986 while they were
living outside of Japan.

However, the following persons are not eligible for this allowance:
- Recipients of public pension benefits (¥672,000 or more per year)

- Recipients of the Welfare Allowance for Foreign Elderly
Residents Without Pension Benefits

- Recipients of living assistance benefits

- Individuals whose previous year's income exceeds the desig-
nated amount (contact us for information on income limits)

Welfare Allowance for Foreign Elderly Residents Without

Pension Benefits Increased

Monthly amount: ¥25,000 (previously ¥20,000)
Eligible persons were born before April 1, 1926 and must be

one of the following:

- A person who was registered as a foreign resident as of
January 1, 1982 and is till registered in Ashiya.

- A person who was registered as a foreign resident prior to January 1,
1982 and who obtained Japanese citizenship on or after April 1, 1961.

- A Japanese native who resided long-term in a foreign country
and returned to Japan on or after April 1, 1961.

However, the following persons are not eligible for this

allowance:

- Recipients of public pension benefits (¥300,000 or more per year)

- Recipients of the Ashiya City Special Allowance for Severely
Handicapped Persons

- Recipients of living assistance benefits

- Individuals whose previous year’s income (or the previous
year's income of their spouse or legal guardian) exceeds the
designated amount (contact us for information on income limits)
