2010 Child Allowance System?

The child allowance is paid to persons —parents and legal guardians— who are raising
children born on and after April 2, 1995 until the age of finishing junior high school,
independently of their income. People falling in that category can apply for the
allowance at the Children's Section. (Note, however, that there is no need to do so for
people raising children in the age of finishing elementary school and who are recipients
of "Jido Teate" child allowance).
