The leaflet contains mainly information about preparedness in case of earthquakes 
and tsunamis. The back side has a map of evacuation sites in case of landslides. 
Reading it carefully and keeping it at hand will enable you to take proper evacuation 
measures. It will be also helpful in making an evacuation plan and in disaster 
prevention in your neighborhood. Available at the office below.

《Drill Outline》
At the time of the Great East Japan Earthquake in 
March 11, 2011, the accompanying huge tsunami of 
unseen proportions inflicted catastrophic damage.
An extremely strong earthquake and tsunami is 
expected to occur in the Southeastern Sea and 
Southern Sea, and with that in mind the present 
emergency mobilization drill is going to be carried out 
to raise awareness and preparedness of the citizens 
in their daily lives. 
Once the earthquake strikes, the drill will include 
evacuating residents, rescuing people who took 
temporary refuge from tsunami in a building by a 
disaster prevention air unit of the Hyogo Prefecture, 
rescuing tasks by the fire and police forces, opening 
an evacuation site, and providing a soup kitchen. 
Participants will have a chance to see an exhibition 
held by the organizing entities, as well as a display of 
fire brigade trucks. Do join us!
Since your safety comes first, the drill may be 
canceled depending on weather conditions. We ask 
for your understanding in such an event.

The Great East Japan Earthquake showed the importance of securing 
Temporary evacuation sites in case a tsunami occurs. After January 1, 
2012, 16 new temporary evacuation sites were added to the original list, 
which now totals 34. You can check location of the other evacuation sites 
in the Information and Map for Disaster Prevention issued in January 
2012. 
List of new temporary evacuation sites

Designated Temporary Evacuation Sites
in Case of a Tsunami (addition to the list)

■When you sense danger
①Pay attention to weather updates
Make sure to keep up to date with warnings and cautions issued by the Meteo-
rological Agency through television and radio, as well as information provided 
by Ashiya City. Also, watch out for signs of changes in the surrounding environ-
ment like cracks or fissures in steep slopes, unusual change in water level, etc.
②Do not go out unless necessary
Do not go out without a reason when there is a typhoon coming or heavy rain is 
imminent. If you have to go out at all, make sure to check the weather report, 
take no chances and avoid dangerous places.
③Reinforce windows
Board up windows with planks and tape them up with masking tape in the 
shape of a cross. Inside curtains are also effective protection against flying 
broken glass.
④Move furniture and household goods to a safe place
For protection from flood, move furniture, valuable items, daily necessities, and 
foodstuff to higher places.
⑤Evacuate to a safe place
When damage is anticipated, plan ahead and evacuate children, the elderly 
and the sick to a safe place.

■Beware of signs of a landslide
When you notice the following signs of landslide due to 
continual or heavy rain, or an earthquake, evacuate 
immediately and inform the Fire Department, Police 
and Ashiya City Disaster Prevention Section.
《Landslide》
◇Water flowing from slopes is muddy.◇Groundwater 
and spring water stop flowing.◇Cracks appear on 
slopes, which may change shape.◇Small stones fall. 
◇Noises come out of slopes.◇A strange odor can be 
detected.
《Debris flow》
◇Ground rumbling noise can be heard.◇Though it 
rains continuously, the water level of rivers goes 
down.◇The river water is muddy and carries driftwood.

■Make sure to obtain correct information for evacuation
①Evacuation Preparation (for people who need help)
People who need time and help – like the elderly and the disabled – must 
start evacuating to a refuge. Supporters take action.
②Evacuation Advisory
All residents in designated evacuation areas must start evacuating to a 
refuge. 
③Evacuation Order
People in the process of evacuating should make sure to reach a shelter 
quickly. People who have not left home must start evacuating immediately. 
If there is no time to evacuate move to the upper floors of the building and 
do the utmost to protect your lives.

■When evacuating
When an Evacuation Advisory is issued, evacuate immediately. 
Never think “It’s Okay!” Taking prompt action is key to saving your life. 
①Wear comfortable and safe clothes
Wear a helmet or a protective hood, sneakers with shoelaces, but never 
wear boots nor go out barefoot.
②Watch your step!
Manholes and street gutters are hidden under water. When walking, use a 
long stick to check these dangerous spots. 
③Don’t act alone!
Make sure to evacuate with 2 or more persons and tie together with a rope 
so as not to lose sight of each other.
④Beware of water level
Walking is possible when the water level is 70 cm deep for males, and 50 cm 
deep for females. However, even 20 cm can be dangerous for walking when 
in rapid water flow. If the water level is waist high, look for a high place and 
wait for rescue. 
⑤Children and the elderly come first
Take refuge safely by carrying the elderly and the sick, and attaching a 
floater to children.

In recent years, there seems to be no end to flood and landslide damage caused by concentrated heavy rain all over the country. Damage by strong 
winds and heavy rain brought by powerful typhoons has also increased. Once more it’s time to check your family’s disaster preparedness.
