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Are You Prepared for an Earthquake?

In a large earthquake, buildings could collapse, fires could break out, and electricity, gas, and water service

could stop. A tsunami (tidal wave) could also occur. Evacuate to as high ground as possible when a tsunami

warning is issued.

Pack the following items to take with you immediately when you evacuate:
@ Valuables (cash, personal stamp, bank book, passport, etc.)

@ Drinking water (in plastic bottles)

& Food

@ Portable radio

@ Medicine, etc.

*Prepare at least 3 days’ worth of food and drinking water, and 7 days’ worth if possible.

Talk with your family about how to get in contact with each other and where to evacuate during a disaster.
